       I can understand why they call it a children’s novel. It’s short, written simply and with continuity and decorated with childlike drawings. By saying that, I can conclude that it’s a pretty good written masquerade. While a proper reading of this book requires child’s faith and uncorrupted mind, the book is closer to philosophy than to anything I can think of. In my opinion, the book teaches us how to live a meaningful live. The prince comes from a small planet. There he owned three volcanoes and a beautiful red rose that, with its vanity and pushiness, made him leave his home. On his journey he finds himself facing unreasonableness, greed, conceit etc. When he finally comes to Earth he reveals beautiful truths about humanity. For example, he discovers that his rose is different from all the others because he loves it for itself. He learns the “secret of life’’ from a wise fox: what is most important in life, like love, is invisible. I think the ending is, in the contrary of readers’ beliefs, quite the appropriate ending of the masquerade. In the shadow of a tragedy, the prince just faced his fears and with new understandings of the concept of living came back to his precious rose. For me, what really separates it from other books is that it’s easy to understand for those who read it but hard to live it for those who understand it.

       With each page it’s as if you are peeling away, layer by layer, the mistaken priorities we all have in life. The poignant book could be read a thousand times, for all ages and for ages to come, and the story would still be as magical as true.
